This autocross will be run in accordance with the schedule below unless there is a conflict.  Mandatory Car Tech Inspection is from 7:45 am to 8:30am.  No vehicle tech inspection will be allowed after that time due to the time constraint on parking lot use and we will have started our runs.  No one runs unless they have been inspected.  We expect a few new drivers’s who have recently joined PCA and want to learn to drive their car.  Since this is a Saturday event (no Sunday church restrictions), we will be running earlier than in the past, so be available at required times so we can stay on schedule.  Mandatory driver’s meeting, walk through, and cone marking are from 8:45 – 9:15 am.  Cars must be ready to autocross when presented for Tech; i.e., all loose items removed and left in the pit area, batteries must be secured to the trunk floor or their mounting bracket(s), etc.  It is suggested you leave unneeded items at home.  We have five loaner helmets.  If you have your own helmet, please bring it.  It is also suggested that you wear hard-soled shoes such as tennis shoes or driving shoes.  No sandals or open toed footwear is allowed.  It is also suggested that you wear long sleeved cotton shirts and long pants as a safety precaution.  You should not wear any synthetic materials due to their volatile compounds.  If ignited they could cause severe burning.  We will have many new people and will need a lot of help to make the event run smoothly.  There will be a lot of concurrent activity going on.  We have the lot until 12:00 noon, so please be at the autocross site by 7:30 AM, so we can get set-up, get Tech Inspection completed, and keep on our schedule to get as many runs in as possible.  Will also need volunteers to get waivers signed for anyone on site, whether a participant or a spectator, and Tech Inspectors.
